Of course, as in past
years, we are now under a water restriction as of July 1st due to the hot weather and the lack of rain. The wells simply
cannot keep up with demand, and we are forced to buy water. | will be working with various other agencies to try and
resolve this issue.

Sadly, we were not selected to receive grant money to complete the park. In the email, they stated they “received 27
applications that totaled over $232,000.” That was much more than they had to give out, so I will be on the lookout for
other opportunities to complete the park project.

PUBLIC WORKS UPDATE

Our wells are no longer keeping up with the cities demand for water, they are being closely monitored. We will soon be
having water trucked in from Lebanon. Which as most are probably aware this comes at a considerable cost.

With the current water restrictions, you may be curious as to how you can fill a swimming pool or other large containers
of water. There are several companies relatively nearby that haul potable water for just this purpose.
